          LA Wing SPOT Tracker Instructions


· Use SPOT Tracker on ALL CAP Flights except CD
· Use ONLY Lithium AA Batteries
· When preparing for flight:
· Turn SPOT on by pressing the On/Off Button

· You MUST Wait 5 seconds after turning on SPOT Before pressing any other buttons

· When Power is On the power LED will blink Green
· A Red blinking light indicates Low Batteries

· To send a single Location Report – Press the OK/Checkmark Button Once

· To send Automatic Continuous Location Reports every 10 Minutes – Hold the OK/Checkmark Button for 8 Seconds

· You should send Continuous Reports for ALL CAP Flights
· NOTE: Once you activate Continuous Reports you CANNOT send individual Reports
· When sending Location Reports the OK LED will blink

· If the Power and OK LEDs blink in unison then the SPOT Unit has established your GPS location

· If the Power and OK LEDs blink out of unison then the SPOT Unit has NOT established a GPS location lock

· After activating the Continuous Location Reports feature place the SPOT Tracker on the aircraft glareshield with the Logo facing UP!
· Be sure not to obscure your view out of the aircraft!

· When the flight is over remove the SPOT Tracker from the Glareshield and turn it Off

· Turn Off the SPOT by holding the On/Off button for 5 seconds

· Store the SPOT Tracker as directed for your aircraft

· Immediately inform your Maintenance Officer of any problems or issues with the SPOT Tracker device
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
