Agreement/Assignment of Vehicles
Between Louisiana Wing and _____________________________________________________.
THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS MUST BE ADHERED TO:
1.  Civil Air Patrol (CAP) vehicles will be used only in support of established programs as authorized by CAP regulations and directives (i.e. authorized SAR missions, encampments, routine maintenance, etc.).  

2.  CAP vehicles will not used by any other agency to render public service, emergency response, or other service unless emergency vehicles normally available to that agency are deemed inadequate to meet its requirements.  Use of CAP vehicles under these conditions requires approval of the Wing Commander.

3.  All CAP personnel operating CAP vehicles will complete a Defensive Driving Course; secure a CAP Form 75, Motor Vehicle Operator’s Card.  They must also possess a current Driver’s License qualifying them for the vehicle they will operate.  Both cards will be carried at all times while operating a CAP vehicle.  SEAT BELTS WILL BE WORN BY THE OPERATOR AND PASSENGERS AT ALL TIMES as outlined in CAPR 77-1, Paragraph 7.b. and applicable State Laws.  

4.  All units’ assigned CAP vehicles will comply with CAPR 77-1, Paragraph 9b and Attachment 1, for maintenance, repair and operation of vehicles.  Prior to operating the CAP vehicle, an inspection must be performed utilizing CAP Form 73.  Any discrepancies will be corrected and documented on CAP Form 73.  The CAP Form 73 is to be completely filled out prior to each vehicle use.  At the end of each month, the CAP Form 73 will be signed, dated and mailed or faxed to the Wing Transportation Officer NLT the 4th of following month.  The LAWG Form 76, Quarterly Motor Vehicle Report, certifies that the quarterly (Jan-Apr-Jul-Oct) maintenance (i.e., filters and oil changes) has been performed.  The LAWG Form 76 will be forwarded to the Wing Transportation Officer along with the CAP Form 73 after completion of this quarterly maintenance.  Units must be able to financially support the vehicle’s routine maintenance.  Failure to comply with this letter may result in reassignment of the vehicle. 

a. All maintenance will be done at Firestone Car Care Center’s.


b.  LA Wing has an account set up under GSA, Civil Air Patrol, 225-359-9497.


     Special pricing has been arraigned but routine maintenance will still be paid

5.  Any unauthorized and improper use of a CAP vehicle must be avoided so as to preclude adverse community relations or potential legal complications.  Improper uses include but are not limited to commuting to civilian job, personal recreation, and rent-for-hire.  Unit Commanders will widely publicize and emphasize this requirement.

6.  Vehicles assigned to subordinate units of the Louisiana Wing shall be made available as requested by activity managers such as Incident Commanders, Encampment Commanders, etc.
7. All Louisiana Wing vehicles must be present at all SAREX’s unless down for repair or maintenance.  Any unit that does not have its vehicle present at SAREX’s or does not use it on a regular basis will have its vehicle reassigned.
