How to complete Nationally Required Safety Brief Reports
Occasionally, National HQ will send out notice of a required safety brief.  This is also accompanied by a deadline for reporting.  Any squadron failing to report by the due date will likely face immediate stand down or shut down by the national commander.

When a nationally required safety brief comes out, it also has information required for topics and the minimum amount of time needed.

Once you have completed the nationally required safety brief, update your safety attendance spread sheet by filling in the number 1 beside any member in attendance and a 0 for any member which missed the brief.   

For members that missed the meeting, they can pick up a make up briefing on their own.  If completed by the deadline, the squadron safety officer with change the Attd SS from a 0 to a 1.

The squadron safety officer will need to forward the attendance spread sheet by email to wing safety prior to the deadline.  In your email body, state the topic and the amount of time in the required safety brief.  Once the wing office has filed the report with the regional and national offices, there is no way to change or update the report.  Squadrons or members will then face consequences established by national command.
