How to complete the annual safety survey
The annual safety survey is due in the 4th quarter each year by Dec 5.

Wing Safety has these forms posted on the wing safety web site at www.lawgcap.org, Select SAFETY, then select Annual Safety Survey and 62-1 Attachment 1.  If you can’t find this attachment on the safety web site, go to www.cap.gov, Select MEMBER, the Forms & Publications, then type into the search box CAPR 62-1 and hit enter.  This will bring up the regulation 62-1.  Scroll to the bottom to attachment 1.  You can save this as a PDF file or a Word File.

This is the only document wing safety will need as a PDF file (scanned document).  After you complete the report (8 questions) this report will need signatures of the squadron safety officer and commander and dates.  You will forward this by email to wing safety and more signatures will be added at wing level.

Now for the details of how to complete the Survey.

Start with the Survey Checklist.  READ THE INSTRUCTIONS AT THE  TOP OF THE PAGE.

This check list is in segments.  You will only need to fill out the sections that apply to your squadron.  For example if your squadron has a plane, fill in that information.  If you have a vehicle, fill that section out.  Place N/A in any section or line that does not apply to you. 

This checklist will help you find any safety hazards in different segments of your squadron (Building – Hangar – Grounds – Processes).  Once you find a problem, regulations allow us 90 to fix the problem.
Next, use your checklist to complete the 62-1 attachment 1 questionnaire.

Email a copy of the checklist and the 62-1 attachment 1 to Wing safety by Dec 5 each year.
